Class of 2025 Results Day: Thursday 21 st August 2025 
 
Primarily, may we take this opportunity to thank you for your support and effort this year with our 
Year 11 students.

Please note the following IMPORTANT information regarding results collection: 
 

• If students are unable to attend in person, they may ask someone to collect their results on 
their behalf.  However, that person MUST send an email from their school email account to 
victorydata@ormistonvictoryacademy.co.uk naming the person who will be collecting 
their results.  The person collecting the results MUST show ID before the results will be 
released to them.  We cannot allow another person to collect a student’s results without 
this. 

• If students wish to have their results posted home, the Exams Office requires a stamped, 
addressed envelope (minimum A5) to be provided by you and to arrive no later than 
Tuesday 15th July 2025.  This should be addressed ‘For the urgent attention of the Exams 
Officer’. Please be aware that we cannot accept any liability for loss of post in the mail. 

• We are unable to issue results over the telephone under any circumstances. 
 
 
For our students the exams are nearly over, and Results Day 2025 will be the first day of the rest of 
their lives; we would be honoured to share this momentous occasion with them.  We look forward 
to seeing them on the day.
